Critically analyze Articles 10 and 11 of the Sri Lankan Constitution in the light of the
above statement.

Support your answer with decided cases. (20 marks)

2. Kumuduni an Assistant Superintendent of Police in the state of Sealand, worked at the
Nikasa Police Station located in the capital of Sealand. She was assigned to handle cases
regarding drug smuggling. Kumudini worked hard and made good progress in the cases
assigned to her. However, the Inspector General of Police suddenly transferred her to a
police station in a remote location and appointed Assistant Superintendent of Police Mr.
Samaranayake, a person who was known to have close ties with a prominent politician, to
her position in the Nikasa Police Station. The transfer was justified on the grounds that
the Nikasa Police Station regularly dealt with drug smuggling cases which could only be
effectively carried out by male officers. Kumuduni also discovered that the Inspector

General of Police had close family ties with the ruling party and that he carried out his
functions in a politically biased manner.

Kumuduni wishes to know whether she has any grounds to take action against the
relevant authority for violation of her fundamental rights.
